It is always nice to see how those we have served with over the years are growing not only physically but 

more important, spiritually. As our ministry grows, we try very hard to stay in touch with those that have 

faithfully supported us in prayer and friendship over the years. 

Florinda and Raul and family have moved from the farm. Raul will continue to work at the farm, but we 

are praying for new caretakers. The family will be missed. Fortunately, they took the cats with them!  

Belky looks healthy. She and her baby are still living in Las Varas with her mom, but doing better than the 

last time we saw her.  Arnold and Kenia and family are also back in Las Varas.  Arnold is working 

building the new Las Varas church.  The plan is to complete the church in 100 days.  Some of our team 

helped with the digging, a very hot job! 

Reyna is now going to school to study cosmetology. She is a few months behind, but eagerly catching up 

with the help of her instructor.  Her classes are on Saturdays to enable her more time with David. Mabel 

now has a sewing machine and has already started taking in sewing from the neighborhood.  Their brother 

and sister in law have moved back with the sisters, and they are adding on to the little house to accomodate 

all the family!   They are very excited supporting themselves.  They continue to grind corn and now have 

baby chickens they will have for eggs and tilapia in a little pila that they dug in the ground to hold the fish 

to raise. 

Jazmin was again a huge help to the team with not only her translating skills and dental educating, but her 

love for the team members that come. She is truly a part of the Cristo Salva team and the work.  We are 

thankful for her friendship.  

Adelaida is well. She looks healthy and we saw her couple of times out walking (she walked to the clinic).

Charlie and his wife are living with her to help her out. 

Hermana Lolita is recovering from surgery, we did not get a chance to visit her, but Adelaida told us she is 

healing slowly.   

Noemi is well and continues to be the district manager for AVON.  Bryun is now in kinder and growing 

like a weed.  The family is well, Maritza and Yanci help with the pulperia in the house.   

We spent quite a bit of effort obtaining a wheelchair for Papa Luis Flores. He has open ulcers on his foot 

along with gangrene from the diabetes. He continues on dialysis three times a week in the city.  The ulcers 

are healing slowing and he is able to get around with crutches.  Please continue to pray for the Flores 

family.  Tina continues with the home church, with Pastora Nohemy coming out several times a week.  

Yessenia is working in the factories and Luis continues to work at Canal 3 in Quimistan.  Luis recently 

traveled to Guatemala with Roger and Isa Espinosa for services there.  Roger and Luis are planning more 

touring in the near future. 

With the kind help from Samaritan's Purse, we were able to obtain a wheelchair cart for Papa Luis.  He 

had great fun wheeling it around the yard while we were there!   

Margarita's daughter has a beautiful healthy baby boy! Suyapa brought her baby by the clinic for us to 

see and he is growing nicely.  We have several new babies in the area.  Claudia, who brought her baby to 

us unnamed in January was having health issues but is doing great. Her neighbor came to the Las Varas 

church one night while we were there and sought us out just to ask for prenatal vitamins and prayer.  We 

returned to visit both families before returning home to the states.  The family above the farm brought 

their daughter and new granddaughter down to the farm with a terrible rash.  She had several bad days, 

but we went up to visit her before leaving and baby and mom doing great. They actually named the baby 

Patricia Angeli!  (Of course they could have named the baby after Pat the cook!) 

Ms Lydia is slowing down a bit, but remains in good spirits. Pastora Gladis continues to pastor the 

Assembly of God church on the outskirts of Sula.  The heat has affected both of them (and many other of 

our families in the area). We have received word that Gazela, the artist in San Pedro Sula that we have 

been supplying medicine for the last year has relapsed into the drug world.  The shop where we leave the 

meds told us that he has not painted anything lately, but he has continued to come in to get his medicine.

THE WORK CONTINUESé. 

Week one brought a small team led by Crystal Conant.  What a blessing this group was!  Their willingness 

to serve while in Honduras was evident.  The group divided its time between working in schools, villages 

and the clinic.   

Food and personal care items were distributed while in the villages. Places visited week one were:   

Outskirts of Sula-homes by the main street (Ana accepted Christ)  

Calljon near the swinging bridge-(Maria accepted Christ) Clothing was also distributed here along with 

dental education. 

Barrio Tejeras, -home visits (Maria accepted Christ) (this is the village near the Quimistan dump)  

The group was able to visit "Escuela Petronila Barrios de Cabanas", a public school in La Fletcha where 

Dr. Carlos is teaching English.  480 students attend the school.  The team with Dr. Vicky and Dr. Sonia 

were able to provide dental education, 140 screened for follow up care.  Those needing care came to the 

clinic for dental work that afternoon and the following day. 

Friday nights brought the well-loved feast at Maria Kamberger's home.  We are so spoiled by this special 

time that her family provides for the team. 

Saturday we went to Los Laureles. The children were fishing in the river when we arrived but came up to 

join us in games in the field in front of the coffee plant. Besides the normal chickens all over the place, the 

families also have a pig and a cow.    

While shopping in La Entrada, most of us encountered Elbia, an 8 year old begging to help support her 

family. Her heart outweighed her little body as she would give part of what she received to those less

fortunate than she.   

Sunday morning, we visited Adelaida's little church for Sunday school, with follow up in the afternoon 

visiting the gift shop in La Flecha.  The group sang in the evening services, and nightly entertained us in 

the van. What powerful yet beautiful voices these girls have!  We are humbled by their expression of 

worship in song.   

David and Pat spent the week in the clinic, first sorting and setting up the new computer with the patient 

data base system, then urgent care and running the pharmacy.  David has begun the endless task of 

converting our records into the computer.  Carlos was cross trained to learn how to do extractions.  He 

was assisted by Suyapa during the two dental days.  Vicky again came out to work with us, bringing along 

another dentist, Sonia for the first day.  We lost power for a few hours day two, but Vicky was a trouper 

and continued to work!  We are very thankful for her help.   

During an urgent care visit, a young mother brought in her baby with a heart defect. We called 

Samaritan's Purse to make sure we got the baby into the system.  The baby is connected with the right 

people in San Pedro Sula, and the mom gave her heart to Jesus.  We continue to not only pray for the 

heart of this tiny baby but for the mom that is raising him.   

We also had a visit from a man from El Rosario; he managed to get to the clinic, with an old leg prosthesis. 

   He came because he believed that God would help him find a new leg with a moveable ankle. A very nice 

man, a strong believer.  We measured his leg and prosthesis and are seeking a new leg for him.  God 

provides!  

Week two brought a large group from Deer Isle, ME, plus medical folks and family who came to help us.  

Vicki Davis again brought down a team that was able to adapt to any role they were place.  During the 

evening services, the group performed a musical drama that is understandable in any language.  

We visited the Morningstar Bilingual School where we were able to provide dental education and gave out 

toothbrushed/paste. The team did a skit, balloon animals and face painting.  In the afternoon, the 

backstreets by the hardware store in Macuelizo was visited.  Ilda and Fany accepted Jesus when the plan 

of salvation was presented to them.

The next we visited the school in Callajones. There are 180 students in K-6th grades. The team again 

performed the skit and made balloon animals along with face painting. Jazmin did dental education and 

we handed out toothbrushes and school supplies. In the afternoon, homes below the clinic were visited with 

food and encouragement.  Several of the team returned to the clinic to do some lice shampoos for several 

of the local children. 

Cemetery Road in Las Varas now has water! The pipes to the homes were installed in February.  The team 

visited the families there with food and supplies.    

The team went up into the mountains past the farm to Piladeros to distribute clothing and shoes, 

preforming a skit and singing to the villagers. Many responded to the invitation to accept Jesus! They 

traveled on to Trascerros, the village where Elbia lives. They were able to locate Elbia and her family and 

bring them food and supplies.    

On Saturday, the team headed to Copan Ruinas to visit the Childrens Home and the Ruins. Dona Delsy 

was not there, but has written to say thank you for visiting with the children.  We were able to spend a 

couple hours playing, plus we brought peanut butter and jelly sandwiches for the children and staff for 

lunch along with toys, clothing and other supplies.   

Sunday School was at the Children's Home in Azacualpa. Pastor Dagoberto and his wife Dilia Zelaya run 

the Children's Home. Dago, as we call him, grew up without a father. His passion to help these kids is 

inspiring. Right now, 17 kids are making their home at the Children's Home. The team did a great job 

with the program.  

During the Sunday School time, Pat and David visited the school of nursing in Azacualpa.   The clinic was 

open in the afternoon to treat elderly patients. The rest of the team played with the kids around the clinic 

then visited Daisy and Gregorio. 

We were blessed with two extra medical folks this trip, Dr. Mike D'Alessandro with his son Joe, and 

Hilary Hadden with her daughter Eleanor.  Our first night we got a call that a woman was in labor and 

Hilary, Pastor Ray, Pat, Maria and Linda set off for the clinic to meet with Marisol and Vicenta her 

partera.  We evaluated Marisol for several hours before deciding to send her to the Sula Hospital for 

delivery.  Marisol had complications after delivery, and had to be sent to San Pedro Sula to repair a

ruptured vein.  Although in mild shock, Marisol was always happy and at peace knowing Jesus would care 

for her and her new baby.  Marisol i s 15 years old, with no family in the area.  The baby's paternal aunt, 

Sonia and Sonia's mom cared for the baby for the two days while Marisol recovered in the hospital in San 

Pedro Sula.  We visited the family before returning to the states and all are fine and are grateful to the 

care they received.  We thank all of you that prayed during the time frame for the health of both Marisol 

and her baby.   

We attempted a different schedule, clinic hours in the morning and classes in the afternoon.  We saw 

mostly urgent care along with our pregnant moms.  Dr. Carlos continues to be an invaluable service to us, 

growing in his knowledge of patient care. On Sunday afternoon we had our first elderly only clinic.  54 

men and women of the community were scheduled to come see us!  Many had already been seen earlier in 

the week, but we still managed to see over 30 in a few hours.  

We saw 198 medical patients and around 60 dental patients during the two weeks.   

Pastor Stan was again very active in distributing Sunday school material and Bibles. We distributed 

literature to Pastor Tito in San Pedro Sula, the Children's Home in Azacualpa, Pastor Gladis in Sula, 

Pastor Olivero at New Vision, Pastor Juan at the "House of Prayer," and Bibles to all of them including 

the Assembly in El Virrey, and Las Varas.  Also, bibles were given out to individuals who accepted Christ, 

along with the Book of John in the clinic.
